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BHOPAL, AUG 30 /--/
Careless behaviour of  peo-
ple and complacency are
leading to a spike in COVID-
19 cases in Madhya
Pradesh, which saw a 78 per
cent rise in cases in the past
two months, according to
medical experts and govern-
ment officials. A senior offi-
cial from the All India Insti-
tute of Medical Sciences
(AIIMS) in Bhopal ex-
pressed concern over the
governments fresh guide-
lines allowing political, so-
cial and religious congrega-
tions of up to 100 people
from September 21.

Till Saturday, Madhya
Pradesh reported 60,875
COVID-19 cases since the
disease outbreak in the state
on March 20. An analysis of
the government data shows
that 47,282 of these total
cases, or about 78 per cent,
were reported in July and

Carelessness leading to rise in COVID-19 cases: Experts
August. These two months
also reported 773 deaths, ac-
counting for 57 per cent of
the total 1,345 fatalities due
to the disease so far in the
state. Talking to news
agency PTI, AIIMS, Bhopal,
Director Prof Sarman Singh
said "complacency among
people" with regard to social
distancing and other preven-
tive norms, and the easing
of restrictions are leading
to the rise in COVID-19
cases.

"Across the world, the
spurt in COVID-19 cases is
due to complacency among
people, who have started
taking the situation lightly.
The use of masks and social
distancing norms are not be-
ing followed," he said.  He
also said the government is
going to relax the norms by
allowing gathering of 100
people for religious, social
and political functions,

which is "worrying". It has
been seen that people are
violating norms and more
number of persons gather at
a place than allowed,he
said. Singh said life can go
on without political and so-
cial functions.

"Only offices and eco-
nomic activities should
have been opened which is
needed for livelihood...but I
dont want to comment on
what led to the relaxation of
norms.

I can say this was not
medically desirable
epidemically."  This is the
"second spurt" in Madhya
Pradesh, which is perform-
ing better than other states
as far as the control of
COVID-19 is concerned, he
said.

 "The situation is not
good, but under control. The
situation has improved in
Madhya Pradesh when com-

pared to earlier," he said.
Madhya Pradesh health

department's additional
chief secretary Mohammed
Suleman said the state gov-
ernment is focusing on rais-
ing awareness about the
coronavirus as its contain-
ment depends on the peo-
ple. "The rising number of
coronavirus cases shows
people are meeting each
other.

The government is mak-
ing people aware through
various medium about social
distancing and face cover-
ing," he said. "Our concept is
clear that we will treat those
who reach out to us for treat-
ment. Most of the people
are recovering from the in-
fection. The mortality rate
is about two per cent," he
said. It is clear that the gov-
ernment cannot protect peo-
ple from infection. "Only the
people can protect them-

selves and the government is
treating those coming to us.
We will continue to provide
medical treatment to peo-
ple," he said.

Dr Ajay Goenka, direc-
tor of Chirayu Medical Col-
lege and Hospital, one of the
biggest private facilities des-
ignated for COVID-19 treat-
ment in the state, blamed
lack of  awareness and laxity
among people for the rising
cases.

 "The containment of
coronavirus depends on
public awareness. It can be
contained only when people
stop making mistakes," he
said, adding that people are
scared and hiding the dis-
ease.

  People should follow
the social distancing norms,
wear face masks and come
out for treatment in time to
stem the spread of the pan-
demic, he said. (PTI)

NEW DELHI, AUG 30 /--/ A hospital has
every right to insist on payment but it also
has the prime duty to take care of a patient
facing a health emergency, the National
Consumer Disputes Redressal Commission
(NCDRC) has said while awarding a com-
pensation of Rs 25 lakh for medical negli-
gence to a woman whose husband died at
the Christian Medical College (CMC),
Vellore.  A bench of  presiding member S M
Kantikar and Dinesh Singh awarded the
compensation to the deceased patient's wife
Yashumati Devi noting that there was an ur-
gent need for the patient's brain CT scan but
it was delayed for more than three hours as
the hospital waited for a fresh receipt of Rs
1,850 towards charges for the procedure.
"On the basis of the examination made
above, deficiency / negligence is conclu-
sively established. In our considered view,
in the facts and specificities of the instant
case, compensation of Rs 25 lakh with inter-
est at the rate of 8 per cent per annum from
the date of the death of the patient appears
just and equitable," the bench said.  The
compensation shall be paid within six
weeks of  the pronouncement of  this order,
without fail, it said.  "There was an urgent
need for brain CT scan of the patient but it
was delayed more than 3 hours for the want
of a fresh receipt of Rs 1,850 towards CT
scan charges even though complainants had
already deposited 1,50,000 in advance. Hos-
pital has every right to insist on the pay-
ment but it was also a prime duty to care
(for) the emergency patient," the bench
said.  According to the complaint, the 58-
year man, who later died, had a history of
pain in his left arm after engaging in strenu-
ous activity.

hospital's outpatient department complain-
ing of pain in his left arm on exertion. The
patient got admitted in CMC as a private pa-
tient. On next day, after examination it was
diagnosed as a case of Coronary Artery Dis-
ease (CAD). The hospital began administer-
ing doses of Heparin to the patient, the
complaint alleged, adding that it was started
without any laboratory investigations or
monitoring protocol. The patient com-
plained to the hospital authorities of bleed-
ing and disorientation, but despite re-
peated requests the doctors ignored it. It
stated that they continued administering
the drug (Heparin) which was the cause of
the bleeding, only to be informed later that
he had suffered a stroke and there was an im-
mediate need for a CT scan. Citing unpaid
dues, the CT scan sought was denied for over
three hours despite the fact that Rs 1,50,000
was already deposited.  The delay in treat-
ment and the improper administration of
Heparin led to anticoagulation, resulting in
brain haemorrhage, and the patient suf-
fered stroke in the morning at 08:30 AM,
since then the doctors at CMC virtually did
nothing till 10.30 PM and after long struggle
the patient died on 20.06.2009 at 6.30am, it
said. The hospital raised preliminary objec-
tions that the complainants filed a false com-
plaint and suppressed the correct facts. It
was further contended that the blood
thinners the patient had been taking prior
to his treatment at the hospital may have
caused internal bleeding. Being aggrieved,
the patient's wife and son filed the con-
sumer complaint against the CMC for the
alleged medical negligence and callousness
of the doctors seeking compensation of Rs
2.01 crore.(PTI)

Maharashtra: Heavy rains pound parts
of Nagpur, over 14,000 evacuated

ter from dams and rivers,"
Nagpur district collector
Ravindra Thakre said in a
statement.

"UMANG Sub
Area pressed into service
two columns overnight for

rescue and relief operations.
With the unprecedented
rains and resultant heavy
flow of water in various riv-
ers, a number of areas in
Nagpur district have been
inundated," he said in a
statement. "The Army col-
umns will be assisting the
administration in rescuing
villagers stranded in sub-
merged areas of  Kuhi and
the surrounding places, and
also help in restoring nor-
malcy in these inundated ar-
eas," he added.

 The personnel who have
tested positive include an
inspector, a sub-inspector,
constables and clerks, he
said. In the wake of their re-
ports coming out positive,
more than 12 other ATS
staff members, including

senior officials, have been
quarantined, he said. The
accused, Irfan Shaikh, was
shifted to a civil hospital for
treatment after testing posi-
tive.
Shaikh, a 'sharp shooter',
was allegedly sent to
Gujarat by Chhota Shakeel
to kill BJP leaders, mainly
former Minister of State for
Home Gordhan Zadafia.
